Payment 1 (initial roster)  1/31/10 min 25% of total fees owed 
Payment 2 (updated roster)  2/28/10 next 25% of current total fees 
Payment 3 (updated roster)  3/31/10  next 25% of current total fees 
Final Payment (final roster)  4/30/10 balance of all fees due
